	1. Briefly describe the field experience. What did you learn about technology facilitation and leadership from completing this field experience?  
In this field experience, I worked in a one-on-one environment with Liam (pseudonym), a fourth grade, mixed race male student who has ADHD, to improve his writing skills over the course of five hours.  Liam and I worked on punctuation, sentence structure, and transitions.  Throughout my field experience, I was actively involved in planning innovative methods of teaching writing skills, which included the incorporation of Internet videos and the use of Microsoft Word.  Throughout the field experience, I learned that technology facilitation is an ongoing process and looks differently at each age level.  This was one of my few experiences working with a younger child, and technology definitely looks differently working with a fourth grader than it does working with a high school student.  Liam experienced some frustrations working with Word, and I was able to help him resolve those.

I was able to differentiate for Liam by adjusting content, process, and product.  I truly believe that my enthusiasm for writing translated some to Liam, even though he was not excited every hour we worked together.
3. Describe how this field experience impacted school improvement, faculty development or student learning at your school. How can the impact be assessed? 
This experience did not directly impact school improvement, faculty development, or student learning at my school, but it did change things for Liam.  He now has the tools to write better this school year and feels much more confident about the writing he will do during his fifth grade year.  Liam knows how to utilize an outline, and he has a form one that I created for him.  He can successfully incorporate transitions and evidence of his points throughout his writing.  This will impact his own learning throughout this school year and will be assessed based upon his CRCT scores at the end of fifth grade.
