	Met with Johnny (pseudonym) to discuss the concept of community with him.  We drew circles comparing our communities within schools, families, and the world as a whole.  We looked at pictures of our families and compared and contrasted them.  [.5 hours]
Met with Johnny to discuss the concept of incarceration.  We looked at pictures from Google Images of jails in Syria and compared them to the ones he would see on the video of United States jails. [.5 hours]

Met with Johnny to discuss the concept of incarceration and crime with him.  We looked at pictures of jails in the United States and utilized those to define the words incarceration, prison, jail time, and first timers.  [.5 hours]

Met with Johnny to discuss the interaction of incarceration and crime.  We reviewed the vocabulary words incarceration, prison, jail time, and first timers.  [.5 hours]
Met with Johnny to discuss the concept of first timers in prison.  We compared and contrasted different types of crimes we saw teenagers jailed for in the Lockdown episode.  [.5 hours]

Met with Johnny to discuss the concept of minimum wage and its impact on people in the United States.  Johnny had a difficult time with this concept, and so we examined some typical expenses for his home and how that would compare to minimum wage.  [.5 hours]

Met with Johnny to preview the concept of pro-choice versus pro-life.  This was a difficult concept to deal with, and I stressed that I was not asking him to pick the “right” side.  He pointed out that our views would probably be pretty different.  [.5 hours]

Met with Johnny to discuss the video on gay versus straight and its consequences in the USA.  This was another difficult conversation as it conflicted heavily with Johnny’s religious values.  We talked about the concept of tolerance and how to best apply it.  [.5 hours]

Met with Johnny to discuss the impact of adolescence in the movie Big.  We looked at pictures of teenagers in Syria and pictures of teenagers in the United States.  Johnny completed a compare/contrast chart of teenage behavior in both places.  [.5 hours]
Met with Johnny to discuss the concept of deviance in The Help.  We began this discussion by talking about what is appropriate behavior in his home versus what is appropriate behavior in his friends’ homes.  We looked at each as a form of “deviance” in the other’s home.  [.5 hours]

Met with Johnny to discuss the concept of deviance in The Help.  We went over his notes from class and talked about how each behavior could be considered deviant at the time and which ones would not be considered deviant today.  [.5 hours]

	1. Briefly describe the field experience. What did you learn about technology facilitation and leadership from completing this field experience?  
I spent several weeks working with “Johnny,” a recent Syrian immigrant with limited English proficiency.  My goal with Johnny in Sociology was for him to have a better grasp of difficult concepts we were addressing.  What I primarily learned about technology facilitation and leadership from completing this field experience was how valuable simple tools like Google Image can be in introducing concepts to ELLs.  Johnny was able to make connections more easily when we compared pictures from Syria to pictures from the United States and our own classroom.  
 2. How did this learning relate to the knowledge (what must you know), skills (what must you be able to do) and dispositions (attitudes, beliefs, enthusiasm) required of a technology facilitator or technology leader? This field experience enabled me to work on strategic planning for implementation, communication, and evaluation of technology-infused plans.  Johnny benefited from this planning and the incorporation of his own cell phone and Google Images.  He was able to make connections from Syrian concepts to American concepts.  This field experience also enabled me to utilize research-based learner-centered strategies to implement content standards within Sociology.  Johnny benefited from one-on-one instruction focusing on vocabulary development and background knowledge activation.  By concentrating on activating this background knowledge and connecting Johnny’s experiences in Syria with his content learning in the United States, I was able to support diverse needs and an increased global awareness.
3. Describe how this field experience impacted school improvement, faculty development or student learning at your school. How can the impact be assessed? 
This field experience clearly impacted student learning at my school.  Johnny’s improving understanding of concepts is clear evidence of this improvement.  He has become more comfortable with asking quick questions in class and in communicating with me.  In addition, his writing responses have become more in-depth and address concepts we are discussing as opposed to summarizing what he has seen.  His English proficiency is still limited; however, his content is definitely improved.
